HOUSE OF LITHUANIA:
A CULTURAL OUTREACH

When the Lithuanian-American Club reorganized as
the House of Lithuania in 1974, it took on a new role.

The International Cottages in Balboa Park were built
by the City of San Diego for the California Pacific
Exposition, held 1935-1936. The exhibit was built in
the hope of encouraging peace and harmony between
Nations. During the years of World War 11, the
buildings were taken over for military use. After
WWII, the City again took charge, the Houses were
reopened and its mission enhancing cultural relations.

The House of Lithuania in 1974, under the leadership
of Titus Samys, who was also President of the House
of Pacific Relations, took on a new role. That
mission, stated on The House website, says:

The House of Lithuania was created to
provide cultural and educational outreach
about the culture of the nation of Lithuania
to the community of San Diego, and to
increase the community’s awareness,
knowledge and appreciation of that culture.

In 1974 the nation of Lithuania was not independent,
but joined the House of Pacific Relations as a culture
with its own history and language. It has shown
through Food Booths, Lawn Programs of music and
dance, and cultural exhibits, of books and artifacts,
that there was still a Lithuania. It is the expectation
that the House has expanded the knowledge and
appreciation of Lithuania by San Diego citizens and
Balboa Park visitors.
