LATVIA - The Latvian government collapsed
on Feb. 20, and New Era candidate Valdis
Dombrovskis has been appointed Latvia’s new
prime minister amid warnings the country is
facing a catastrophic economic meltdown.

There were violent protests in January. At that
time Krisjanis Karins, a member of
Parliament, noted that the financial woes of
Latvia had injected a new vehemence into old
political complaints. Previously, protests in
Latvia, he said, tended to follow a pattern of
“standing, singing and just going home.”
